The Strabag Artaward International art subsidy prize of Strabag SE for painting and drawing is one of the
largest grants from an Austrian company for the visual arts. It is to be understood as a recognition for
outstanding individual artistic performance and is intended for the younger generation of artists up to the age
of forty who seek to bring their works closer to an audience from the worlds of art and economics.

From 2009 until 2011, artists from Austria, Hungary, the Czech Republic and Slovakia are eligible to
participate. After the end of the three years, new countries will be chosen. Austria, as the headquarters of
Strabag SE, will always participate.

The Strabag Artaward International is endowed with 15.000 euros. In addition to the first prize, four awards of
recognition worth 5,000 euros each are also bestowed. After the award ceremony and a group exhibition of
the winning works, each of the five chosen artists will present their works in an individual exhibition at the
Artlounge in the Vienna Strabag Building. Acquisitions for the collection will be made and the award-winning
artists are then invited to stay as artists-in-residence at the Strabag Artstudio in the Vienna Strabag Building

For Aurelia Gratzer, it was not only the consistent further development of her oeuvre, characterized by
architectonic interiors with their tonal, finely nuanced coloring, but also the extremely sensitive, delicate
handling of the medium of painting itself which displays itself in her delightful, small-format paper work. The
high artistic quality and distinctiveness of Aurelia Gratzer’s work has increased even more in recent years
from what was already obvious from the submissions in previous years.

The world of images of Aurelia Gratzer is one that is purely picturesque. The problems within the history of
painting are reflected in her images and find their solutions in a very subjective procedure. If painting over the
centuries was there to commit a depiction of reality — a so-called glance out the window — onto the canvas,
Aurelia Gratzer quite consciously questions the illustratability of this. The spaces which we are confronted with
are means to an end. The central-perspectival rendering of the spaces is disassembled into individual areas.
The central perspective is transferred using a slow painting techniqgue composed of layers: The linear
characteristics of the perspective are not changed and yet they seem illogical to the viewer, at variance with
the given reality. Perception is always the focus in the art of Aurelia Gratzer. The question of the changing of
these perceptions is one that Aurelia Gratzer does not only pose to herself, but to the viewers of her paintings
as well.

Alice Nikitinovas large-format painting allures with its concreteness and strength. She paints large-format,
nearly shrill tools and items from the surroundings which one often perceives unconsciously in an oversized
manner and with the freshness of youth. Garbage cans, carts and concrete mixers are discovered in original,
generous realization. Her aesthetic contains psychological aspects; using humor and painterly nonchalance,
the artist does not emphasize the benefits of machines, but instead their omnipresence in everyday life.

Alice Nikitinova's imagery carries a distinct opaque colorfulness. The artist grapples with the boundaries and
possibilities of painting, without making them the central theme of her paintings. She concentrates on the
relationship between image, object and viewer by separating the conceptual classification from the purely
formal qualities of the works. Nikitinova’s painting appears ‘modern’ — nevertheless it would be wrong to say
that her works cite the classic modernist tradition of geometric abstraction. On first impression, the pictures
convey a sense of clarity and assertiveness. “I am interested in the tension between the common stuff, which
is part of our daily routine, and art stuff, which is meant to be a kind of festive object. Serving and served
items appear on the same level of attention.” Jacqueline Uhlmann, curator, cultural manager

Playful poetry combined with current time-references characterizes the work of the artist team Payer-Gabriel,
in which hundreds of objects from everyday life and private life are set down on paper as if within a hidden
object game.

| work purely with the medium of painting. In my artistic work | combine two contradictory visual experiences
— impersonal industrial scenery and dreamy ethereal landscapes. A fragment of architecture absorbs the void
environment, which is filled with mist, smoke and subtle ornamental raster. These structures create the
vagueness of the reality and add the elements of lightness and airiness to the painting. The deliberate
application of luscious colors and lace ornaments forms a strong contrast to the dirty, abandoned and cold
city. The combination of these paradoxes creates a strong atmosphere of something suspicious and sinister,
yet tranquil at the same time. Thematic and visually free space is given to the paintings through the technique
of sequential brightening and dismantling of the material. The urban topic is slowly retreating in my last series,
where the city drowns symbolically and thus opens a whole new thematic period. Lucia Tallova
